Your privacy is important to us. MBSII.Net’s policies and procedures for electronic handling of customer information have been created as 
follows.

This statement discloses the information practices for MBSII.Net Web sites, including the type of information gathered and tracked, how 
the information is used, and how the information is shared.

You may visit other 
merchants through links on our site  who may collect and use your personal information. By doing so, you have left web sites owned by 
MBSII.Net and your election to give other companies any information is not governed by MBSII.Net’s privacy policies or terms of service.  
In addition, MBSII.Net may store customers' electronic mail and other communications as a necessary component to the transmission and 
delivery of those communications.  This information is required and a necessary part of completing your order or information request and 
will not be sold or provided to any third parties. 
 
IP 
Your computer uses IP addresses every time you are connected to the Internet. Your IP address is a number that is used by computers on 
the network to identify your computer so that data (such as the Web pages you request) can be sent to you. Our Web servers automatically 
collect IP addresses. This information is used for site traffic reporting and analysis and shared with companies who host web sites with 
MBSII.Net. Their use of your information is subject to their applicable privacy policies.      
 
Cookies 
Cookies are small pieces of information that a web site can store in a designated file on a user's computer for various reasons.  MBSII.Net 
uses cookies on the pages of products sold online which record the customer information that is required on the order form. This 
information is then forwarded to an internal sales tracking database within MBSII.Net?
